On the world-famous Bonneville Salt Flats, the blown gas
altered Camaro of Troy Langlo and the crew at Precision Auto
in Fresno went to the 2008 Speed Week with one goal in mind:
leave as the World’s Fastest Camaro. The monster they built
is all business, with a ProCharger F-3R-139 self-contained

supercharger feeding a Keith Black 496 Hemi to produce an
astounding 2,300+ rear-wheel horsepower on 118 octane gas.
The team took the record on Sunday with an official speed
of 246.55 mph, smashing the old record by more than 18 mph!
The next goal for the Precision Auto Team: be the first gas
door slammer to record a 300 mph pass
and you can bet ProCharger will be
helping them power through this goal.

2008 HOT ROD Pump Gas
Drag Champion

Jim Plimpton used ProCharger-
power to bring home the win in this
grueling event. Powered by a 572 cu. in.
Ford with a self-contained ProCharger
F-3R-139 supercharger, Plimpton relied
on the consistency of intercooled

power to beat all challengers and record his best 1/4-mile pass
of 8.536 seconds at 163.06 mph. No other power-adder even
comes close to ProCharger, especially with pump gas!

2,000 horsepower on pump gas!

Steve Morris is known throughout the industry as an
innovator in big-power street and strip engines. Once
again, Morris has raised the bar big time: a ProCharger-
equipped big-block Chevy making more than 2,000
horsepower on pump gas! This monster displaces 540 cu.

in. and breathes 23 psi of highly efficient, intercooled boost
through the self-contained ProCharger F-3R-139 supercharger.

For those of you not up to speed on pump-gas power, this is
the first time anyone has built a blown combination to handle
2,000 hp on pump gas. Imagine, driving your 2,000 horsepower
hot rod around town and still being able to fill up at the corner
gas station! It wouldn't be possible without guys like Morris
and their power-adder of choice: ProCharger.

DynoMax Power to the Wheels

Last year, ProCharger-equipped cars accounted for four
of the top six finalists. In 2008, ProCharger customers Mark
Gjavenis and Jim Plimpton again brought ProCharger power
to the finals, with both finishing in the top five. Gjavenis
qualified with an outstanding 1,249 rwhp on his street-driven,
E85-fueled 1965 Chevelle running a ProCharger F-2 on his
carbed, big block Chevy. Plimpton’s ProCharged big block Ford
Thunderbird hammered the dyno with 1,443 real-world, rear-
wheel horsepower, which equates to 1,800+ crankshaft hp.

World's Fastest Production Mustang

During the August 2008 Speed Week at the Bonneville Salt
Flats, the ProCharger supercharged Team Saline Centimark
Mustang set a new land speed record at 232.388 mph. Running
a 323 cu. in., 4-valve Ford “mod motor,” the F-1R-equipped
Mustang, driven by Steve Benyo, smashed the previous
record by almost 20 mph and established itself as the fastest
production Mustang over a 5-mile stretch.

Benyo proved the consistent and reliable
power of ProCharger by making two record-
breaking runs; setting one record on Wednesday
with 232.274 mph and then breaking his own
record on Saturday with 232.388 mph.

The Team Saline Centimark Mustang now
holds the following records: World's Fastest
Late Model Production V8, World’s Fastest
Gasoline Powered Mustang,
World's Fastest Production
Mustang.

ProCharger Replaces Nitrous

Former nitrous racer Dave Hinzman, who just recently
made the switch to a ProCharger self-contained centrifugal
supercharger, has already blasted to an awesome 7.18 @ 200
mph during his “Shakedown at E-town” win. This pass has
firmly established Hinzman’s Mustang as one of the fastest
drag radial cars in the country. The 3,400 Ib. Fox-body Mustang
is on stock suspension and is powered by a 540 cu. in. big
block Chevy fed by an F-3R-131 ProCharger and is running the
same C-16 fuel as before. Hinzman'’s best run on nitrous was
7.77 @ 178 mph, and that only happened once.

Putting this in perspective: Hinzman's car weighs 200 Ibs
more, but is making 700 additional hp, with radically improved
E.T.s and trap speeds along with improved engine longevity. <&
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In every form of motorsports, two of the keys to winning are
power and consistency. One way to achieve a high level of
performance is to utilize the best possible technology and
properly apply it to your specific application. And when it
comes to forced-air induction systems, ProCharger® is that
best possible technology.

At the Show

For those jaw-dropping
hot rods, performance and
consistency mean having the
biggest, baddest and most
powerful combination in a cool,
custom package that turns
everyone’s head and is still driven
to and from the show! A perfect example of this commitment
to street rodding excellence is a high-end 1955 Chevrolet built
by Blue Ridge Autobody. An obviously beauty on the outside,
under the hood is an all roller 540 cu. in. big block Chevy based
on a Merlin 3 race block fed by a self-contained ProCharger
F-3R-131 pushing 20 psi of boost. That power runs through a
Turbo 400 trans and then to a set of 15-in. Hoosiers out back.

SWITCHE

The best part about this beast is that it makes 1,447 hp and
1107 Ib. ft. of torque and is street driven! The owner likes

the fact that the car will idle at 900 rpm without any worry of
overheating problems, something he wasn't able to do with the
previous roots-type blower.

On the Street
Another street car owner had similar ambitions, but this

competition, the Car Craft Street Machine of the Year, is a
one-day, multiple-event competition. Dan Schoneck’s car of
choice was a 2008 Shelby GT500, but knowing the level of
performance this event requires,
Schoneck removed the factory Eaton
supercharger and replaced it with a
self-contained F-1R ProCharger along
with custom brackets and tubing.
With consistent performance in all
the events — autocross, braking and
| dyno —the results were: 817 rwhp and

| the Car Craft Street Machine of the
Year title.

On the Salt

In another part of America is
the Bonneville Salt Flats. Competition on this surface is
about speed, durability and consistency, as competitors are
required to “back up” their high-speed runs with multiple
attempts. Team Saline competes in the “production” classes
in their stock-bodied 2003 Mustang Cobra. Class rules require
them to maintain a stock body — no additional wings, splitter
or spoilers, placing a huge emphasis on the power under
that stock hood. After several attempts with screw-type

%

superchargers, Team Saline switched to a self-contained F-1R
ProCharger for the August 2008 Speed Week competition. The
results speak for themselves: officially in the record books
with 232.388 mph and several world titles.

At the Track

ProMod racer Denny Terzich knew what he wanted to
accomplish: win HOT ROD magazine's prestigious Drag Week
competition. After researching his options and contacting
ProCharger, Terzich made the switch from a roots-type blower
to a self-contained F-3R-139 ProCharger and proceeded to
click-off much better and much more consistent 1/4-mile times
and speeds. Terzich's 580 cu. in. big block ProMod, street-
licensed and tagged Camaro was the only car to run in the 7's
at all five Drag Week stops in 2007, while easily handling all the
highway miles between tracks. This power and consistency
was enough to win the unlimited class, as well as the overall
win and the title of Fastest Street Car in America.

On the Dirt

On the other side of the
performance spectrum
is hot rod tractor pulling.
To win here requires
consistent, reliable and
repeatable torque: lots
of torque! The Bracken
Brothers hot rod tractor
uses two Keith Black-
spec HEMI engines that
were originally set under
massive roots blowers.
But, after switching to a
pair of ProCharger F-3R-
139s, each of the big
HEMIs cranked out 1,638

ft. Ibs. of torque at 34 psi, while the roots-equipped engine
peaked at 1,307 ft. Ibs at 44 psi. Overall, the ProCharged-
combination produced 25% more torque with a lower boost
level and 46% more hp—more than 2,000 hp—at similar boost
levels.

The Brackens put all that ProCharger torque and
consistency to the ground to win the 2008 MSTPA 7,200
Modified Championship just a year after switching to
ProCharger. &
